Explain the purpose of primary and foreign keys for a database, and explain why a foreign key is not considered redundant. List the most common data types used for primary keys and foreign keys.
A primary key makes each row in a database unique. The best way to create a primary key is by adding an ID field to the table with a data type of autonumber. Autonumber adds 1 to the ID of the previous row, so each row has a unique ID, making each row unique.
The primary key from one table can be used as the foreign key in another table. This use is not redundant because storing the foreign key in the other table relates the two tables together. The foreign key refers to a row in the other table. The data type for the foreign key is always number if its data type as a primary key in the other table was autonumber.
