Pick two of these basic programming concepts and describe how they work and their purpose: For loops, assignment statements, functions, and if/else statements.
For loops allow you to repeat a series of coded statements, like you do with functions, except that with each loop, the incrementing variable increases or decreases. 
Assignment statements calculate an expression (on the right-hand side) and place the results in the variable on the left-hand side. If the assignment operator is equals (=) then the results replace, wipe out, delete the previous value in the variable.

Functions package code so it doesn't have to be repeated all over your page. Write the function once and that function can be called multiple times on the same page (like the caps function or a_or_an function). Everything within the curly braces ({}) is run every time the function is called. Values are passed to the function when the function is called.

If/else statements are a means to branch in response to a test. Normally, code is run from the first line to the last line. If/else statements allow you to jump to a new area of code and skip other statements. If the test is true, run this bunch of code; if it's false, run this other bunch.
